1.2 Summary

The Shanghai Priority Workshop was the final of the 3 regiona workshopsheld in China in
Augug 2007. The main focus of the workshop weas to esablish and enhance coopeation in
the area of mobile dgital troadcaging between Chinese and European s&keholders. The
Augug 29" event feaured astrong showingfrom both European and Chineseor ganizations.

Ore of theman focusesof the workshop wasthe introduction of othe European Commission
(EC) funded I ST projeds including: MING-T, ROADIBROM and MOBISERVE. Daa
applications used in both China and Europe were also a key area discused in this event.
Throwh cloe analyss of Chinese and European research in the area of mobile dgital
broadcasting, attendees were further alle to gan a better under sanding of the devdopments
ineachregion aswell astheareas avail ablefor f urther cooperaion.

The Sandhai priority work shop attracted more than 50 partidpantsfrom Chinaand Euope.
Theseincluded a selection of broadcastes and operators such as GTM, OPGand BBC as wd |
ascontent and application develope's, technology solution providers and research ingitutes,
sudh as Fraunhofer, University of HamburgandI RT.

The workshop was kicked off with an opening speech from Allison Brket, the Firg
Coundlor for Information Scidy & MediaintheEU Ddegaionto China, who added, “ The
Euopean Commisson is committed to bulding rel ationsips with China and very pleased
tha this workshopisableto bring together such hidh level delegatesfrom thevariousfieldsin
digital broadcagting.”

The workshop achieved its main obedives in exchanging the lated Research and
Development knowledge and informaion beween Chinese and European stakehol ders.
Paticipants were further able to di cuss cooperation opportunities bet ween their counterparts
inboth Europe and Chinainthefiel dof digtal broadcasting and mobile communi cations
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Chapter 2- INTRODUCTIONO FMODIBEC SHANGHAI PRIORITY
WO RKSHOP

2.1 Information on Workshop Sessions

T he workshop was chaired by Prof. Zhixiang Xu, a profesor at Shangha Unive sty and the
Execuive Vice-Chairman of the Shanghai Imege and Graphics Assodation. Two welcoming
addr esses were gven by Mr. Dingxiang Lin, the Vice-President of Shanghai Oriental Pea|
Group and M s. Alison Birket, the Fird Coun<llor for Information Sodety & Media in the
EU Dd egation to China.

Mr. Dingxiang Lin explainedtha the Oriental Pearl Group (OPG) already have sveral dgita
broadcasting trials underway and are looking to develop various data applications using the
digital broadcagting sy sem, including ssock market information and traffic information (using
TPEG and TMC). Mr Lin aso hichlichted that Shanghai is an excellent test-bed for new
content goplications in China as it is a leading markeé for consumea medatechnology
innovation.

Ms. Alison Birket saidthat she was pleased to e that this and the othe work shops had
brought together a number of senior representaives from a range of fields and or ganizations
in China. She expressedthe EC s commitment to building working relationships with China
and gresed the importance of interoperade and muti-dandard solutions for the future of
mobile digta broadcagting in both the EU and China.

Bdorethefirg session began, Mr. Jff Adle gave a bxief overview of theM ODIBEC project
and the other work shops that had taken place in Bejing and Guangzhou, hicdhlidhting the
foaus of the Shangha work hop on the data content gpplications, resear ch in the two regions
and other ECfundedprojects

Session L
Applicationsin the Convergence of Digital Broadcasting & Telecanmunications

The fird sesson looked at gpedfic data applications for mobile digta broadcagting, and it
commenced with a presentation from Mr. Qang Tang the Vice-Chig Engineer of Shanghai
OPG and a s0 the Project Manager of Shanghai OPG Radio R& D Ltd. Mr. Tang gave a
technical oveview of the dgtd broadcading sysem being implemented in $hangha and
introduced OPG splans of various cataapplications.

Mr. Alexanda Zink, the vice-leada of Broadcag Applications at the Fraunhofer Ingitue
(Germany) introduced the ‘ bumalin€e that is being implemented in Audi carsin Germany.

Mr. Zink mentioned tha Journaline is a tel etext based low-hbit rate sydem that provides a
wealth of informaiontoin-car Treen digplays.

Mr. John Ousby, the Head of Digribution Technologies for BBC Radio & Musc Interactive
(UK) gave an overview of the BBC s lated daa goplication developments, and specificaly
explained the importance of the EPG and progranme-associated multimedia content as a
driver for thenext generaion of multimediareceive's.

Mr. Benjamin Lian, the Director of Techndogy (APAC) for Irdeto (Chind), gave an in-depth
look & the importance of having a Conditional Access Sysem (CA S that has the reliability,

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security, interoperallity and the flexibility to enable lroadcaders to develop successful
business models.

Mr. Igor Petrov, the Project L eader of TPEG at the Ingitute fur Rundfunktechnik (IRT) in
Gamany, looked at the developmentsof in-ca traffic information sy semsand highlighted
the srenghs of the TPEG sydem, such as the magp-based location synchronization and
higarchical database messaging sysem. He explainedthat many European countries are now
working to introduce the TPEG sysem with the aim of a full rollout before 2010 by the
automotive sector.

Sessicn 2 R&D from MO DIBEC Partners & Other EU/C hinaProjeds

T he second sesson of the work hop lookedat otha EU- China cooperation projedsfunded by
the Euopean Commisson, which are aso inthe areas of mobile d gitd broadccasting

Mr. Norman Hendrich from the University of Hamburg explaned the MING T Projed,
which a so has European and Chinese partners(commercial and acacemic/research ingitutes)
and isworking ontechndogy solutionsfor multi-gandard integra&ed net work conve gence of
both golal broadcas and communications technologes. Mr. Hendich explained tha this
proed islooking at various broadcast technologies and platforms in Chinaand Europe (e.g.
DVB-H, T-DMB and DTMB) and how they can be integraed with wireless
telecommunications (e.g GSM, UMTS and WLAN) with the vision of interoperable and
muti-standar d devices.

Dr. Ma from CeTIM (Gamany) who isthe Sientific Prgect Coordnator of ROA DiBROM
taked about the ROADIBROM Project, which is dso funded by the EC. This project
encourages EU and Chinese patnes to develop a joint think-tank to provide a longterm
roadmap andto fose joint-venture research and devdopment regardngthe f uture of dgital
broadcas meda andtelecommuni caions.

Mr. Phillipe Charon, the Regiond Sales Manager of Thomson (China), talked about the
digital rado sysen DRM asareplacement for analogue AM radio broadcasting. Mr. Charron
explainedthat DRM is beingrolled out across theworldand isvey likely to beimplemented
in China. Hetalked abou its relative spectrum efficiency and reception qudity compaedto
AM and d =0 its poss bilitiesfor data lroadcaging appli cations, such as digance learningto
rural aeas

Mr. Cheng Gang, the Director of New Product Proposition for M otoroa (China) lookedat the
development of the DVB-H gysem around the world and highlighted the benefits of
combined broadcast & telecomsmobile TV and data applicaion and discussed some of the
possi de busnessmodel s content propostionsandrecdve devices.

Mr. dnwei Liu, the CEO of Terra (Ching dscussed the topic of glokal-mapping and the
potential applicaions usng mobile digta broadcasing plaforms for location-based
mutimedia mappingcontent, ind udingreal-time traffic information and aty-guides, and both
commercial and public ssctor applications.

Dr. Juia Wu, the Projed Manger at ERTICO and CGoordinagor of MODIBEC in Brussels,
concl uded the workshop with an overview and progress report of the M ODIBEC projed. Dr.
Wu explained the next steps of the project regarding futue demondrations, workshop /
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conferences and the regular information updates available to participants on the M ODI BEC
website (www.modi bec.or g).

Closing remaks from Dr. lliaWuand Mr. Yao Sun of Shandghai OPG, who thanked the
paticipation of the group tp contribute to the siccess of the workshop.
